Post-Symposium Field Excursions

Participants and accompanying persons may select one of the three routes listed as below:

Route A: 
Lhasa – Nyingchi – Miling – Tsedang – Gyantse – Xigaze – Lhasa (6 – 7 days, 1500 km)

This route will show the participants the attractive places in Lhasa, altitudinal zones near Nyingchi, mountain forests in Miling, the Tibetan cradle in Tsedang, an old castle and a temple in Gyantse and temples in Xigaze as well as the local people living style.
Route B: Lhasa – Xigaze –Lhaze – Dengpa – Hor – Gar (Shiquanhe Towm) – Gertse – Tsochen – Lhaze – Lhasa (8 – 10 days, 3500 km)
This route will show the participants the attractive places in Lhasa, an old castle and a temple in Gyantse and temples in Xigaze, the upper reach of Yarlung Zangbo River, Mt. Kandese and Lake Mapam Yumco, the relics of ancient Guge Kingdom, the scenery of west Tibet, etc.
Route C: Lhasa – Gyantse – Xigaze – Tingri – Mt.Qomolangma (Everest) BC– Nyalam – Zhangmu (Border of Sino-Nepal) – Kathmandu (Nepal) (5 days)
This route will show the participants the attractive places in Lhasa, an old castle and a temple in Gyantse and temples in Xigaze, the Base Camp for climbing Mt. Qomolangma, altitudinal zones in the southern slope of the Himalaya Mountains and the scenery in Nepal as well as the attractive places in Kathmandu.
